Spanish Exit Project – Spanish Movies

Final Dialogue Assignment

“Race to the Spanish Oscars”
Task: Our 3rd dialogue project of the year is our Exit Project. This is the same as our previous dialogue projects except that instead of performing the skits in class, you are responsible for filming your dialogue as a movie outside of class time. Like our other dialogue projects, this will count for 3 grades. However, if your movie is nominated for the Spanish Oscar, you will receive extra credit. If your group wins the Spanish Oscar for Best Picture, you will receive additional extra credit!
Timeline:

September-April – Students will watch the Spanish Oscar nominated movies from 2011 for motivation/inspiration for their own movies. Brainstorm! What do you like about these movies that you want to do in your own movie? What do you think you can do better in your own movie?
4/24-4/25 – Students will figure out their groups for this final dialogue project and start brainstorming ideas.

4/24 - 4/26 – Students will work in their groups, decide on their idea and submit their action plan/contract to me. Students will start working on their dialogues for homework over the weekend. 
Week of 4/29 – Students will work on dialogues. They will write, read, edit and combine the work they did previously at home. Students should continue writing in class as well as for homework. Groups will conference with me to workshop/edit writing; once the script has my approval, they may start filming.  

5/3 – Last day for final dialogues to be conferenced and approved by me. 

5/28 – Movies due on DVD or flashdrive.
Week of 5/28 – Watch movies in class and nominate the top 2 movies from each class to compete for the Spanish Oscar. Students will take a quiz on the movies after watching certain excerpts. 

6/18 – Spanish Oscar Ceremony to take place in the auditorium. This is a red carpet event! Nominees must dress appropriately.
***All movies must be appropriate! No illegal objects or actions should take place in your movie. If you decide to do a horror movie or a movie that involves “murder”, you and the members of your group decide what is being portrayed. You are responsible for the decisions made about your movie. Do not put yourselves in dangerous situations where you can get hurt. Remember, Mr. Armstrong and Mr. Schaffer will be watching the Oscar nominated movies to judge which movie will get the Oscar for Best Picture. If there is anything inappropriate, you have to answer to THEM! 
Rubric: 
There will be 3 different grades given for this project (as with previous dialogues) – Classwork, Writing and Final Performance.
Classwork
 -Collaborates and cooperates with group.
-Manages time and delegates tasks wisely.
-Contributes a great deal to the dialogue in terms of ideas, writing and editing. 

Writing 
-Incorporates new vocabulary and grammar techniques that we have learned this year. 

-Incorporates prior knowledge of Spanish from 7th grade.
-The dialogue is appropriate and relevant, incorporating common phrases that can be used in everyday life as well as topic-related vocabulary.

-The dialogue is interesting and entertaining to an audience of listeners and readers.

-No grammar, spelling or punctuation mistakes.

-Does not use a translator except for single words. Uses class notes, the textbook and a Spanish/English dictionary when needed. 
Performance 
-Speaks clearly and loud enough for the audience to hear.

-Uses proper Spanish pronunciation and accent to best of ability. 

-Is creative and expressive, using body language, props and costumes when possible.
